TANEY COUNTY COURTHOUSE 

Vice-Chairman Bob Hanzelon called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. A quorum 
was established with four members present. They were: Bob Hanzelon, Jack Johnston, 
Tom Gideon, and Dave Nelson. Staff present: Eddie Coxie, Bonita Kissee, Dan Nosalek. 

Mr. Coxie read a statement explaining the meeting procedures and placed the 
Taney County Development Guidance Code as Exhibit A, the staff report as Exhibit B, 
and the staff files including all pertinent information as Exhibit C, and the Taney County 
Board of Adjustment bylaws as Exhibit D. The state Statutes that empower and govern 
the Board of Adjustment were read. Mr. Hanzelon swore in the speakers before the 
hearing. 

Public Hearing: 
Richard Davis: a request for a variance from Table 1 Setbacks of the Taney 

County Development Guidance Code, located in the Mt. Branson Subdivision 227 Taney 
Street, for a 1344 sq. ft. garage structure. The structure is built too close to the side 
setback 5 ft. requiring a 2' setback variance. Mr. Coxie read the staff report and 
presented pictures and a video of the site. Mr. Davis explained his request. After 
discussion a motion was made by Dave Nelson to approve based upon the decision of 
record. Seconded by Tom Gideon. The vote to approve was unanimous.

Mr. Coxie updated the Board on the changes proposed to the Zoning Districts 

and the meeting for next month.

With no additions or corrections a motion was made by Jack Johnston to approve 

the minutes for June as written.
